Science Lab Write-Up Format
General Procedural Notes:

· Write labs in such a manner that someone may be able to repeat the experiment from your lab write-up

· Number all pages throughout the write-up in the upper right corner in the following manner 1/6, 2/6, 3/6, etc.

· Generally, use the front side of the page only. The back is used for scratch work or extra tasks as described by the teacher. 

· You may write or type the following prior to the lab:

· Heading

· Purpose/Objective

· Materials/ Equipment List

· Procedure (split-page format -left half of page)
· Preferably do all work in ink, preferably black.

· If you make a mistake, draw a single line through mistake and continue. Do not erase of white out.
· Do not tear out pages

· Use zero before decimal points

· Conclusions and Calculations (30%)

· Questions from Handout (15%)
· Paragraph from Personal notes (15%)
· Overall Criteria (can be subtracted from total score)

· General Appearance and Neatness

· Corrections are made properly

· Up-to date index

· Correct spacing, not crammed or extra space

· Pages are numbered and dated throughout the book

· All data is secured
